Clinic Mobiles

Hillside's new ,mobile schedule started January |1, :
mornings, our mobile clinics into the surrounding villages occur Monday through Thursday. On a regular monthly
schedule, our mobile units serve the villagers of Aguacate, Blue Creek, San Jose, Big Falls, Laguna, San Marcos, and
Barranco. The medical teams are split up according to the anticipated patient numbers. Preceptors are always
available to supervise the patient care in the Clinic and the pharmacy. School physical exams and health educational
programs take place in the afternoons and on days when no mobiles are scheduled.

More than 400 physical exams were accomplished in January, with many referrals for dental caries, corrective lenses,
and pediatric evaluations.
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A mobile medical team heads to a remote village in the 4-wheel drive vehicle and soon finds the roads are washed
out! They finally made it and prepare to see the many village families that will soon arrive.
